2. Cut the necessary length of AGNI-Wrap 50.

3. Insert one layer of AGNI-Wrap 50 into the aperture each side of the
wall, leaving 10mm extending out of the wall.

4. Apply a bead of AGNI-Seal (5mm nominal) between the wall and

AGNI-Wrap.

5. Fill any gap between AGNI-Wrap 50 and the pipe with AGNI-Seal,
finished flush with the edge of AGNI-Wrap 50.
